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The increasing number of cyber threats has made cybersecurity a crucial
priority for organizations across all sectors. The demand for skilled
cybersecurity professionals is growing rapidly, yet many students lack
a structured pathway to gain foundational expertise in this critical area.
This certificate program responds to this need by offering essential
training in computing, networking, and cybersecurity fundamentals,
preparing students for entry-level roles in the field.
By including courses on computing, networking, and key cybersecurity
concepts such as governance, policies, cyber threats, and defense
mechanisms, the program ensures a fundamental understanding
of both theoretical principles and practical applications in the field
of cybersecurity. Hands-on activities enable students to apply their
knowledge and develop skills that are immediately relevant to real-world
cybersecurity challenges.
The certificate program can also serve as a pathway for students
interested in the 3-year Applied Bachelor of Science program in
Cybersecurity. Students can directly transfer the earned credits to fulfill
major course requirements if they choose to pursue this option.
